Como Funciona a Roulette

A roleta € um jogo de azar que gira uma roda de nimeros de 0 a 36. Vocé pode fazer apostas
diretas em jogo roulette nimeros Unicos ou apostas compostas em jogo roulette grupos de
nameros. A roleta americana tem um slot adicional com dois zeros.
